RECONSIDERATION OF AWARD OF CONTRACT FOR BRIDGE REPAIRS TO THE 14TH AND 15TH HOLE BRIDGES AT THE GOLF COURSE:  J.R. Fabrication has “pulled their bid” to repair the 14th and 15th hole bridges on the golf course (after bid award by the Selectmen at their April 23rd meeting). Their bid was for $56,700 and it included replacing the four bridge abutments on these bridges with pre-cast Concrete Block with their own concept to tie the blocks together (which was approved by the Town’s engineers).  The Contractor offering the next lowest price for concrete abutments was Narrow Gauge Construction (Pat Mitchell) for $67,009. Narrow Gauge Construction also offered a base bid price of $53,025 to install hemlock timber abutments. We have met with Pat Mitchell and have reviewed his plans for construction of the concrete block abutments with the Town’ engineers (Plymouth Engineering).  Our engineers are satisfied that his design will adequately address the bid specification requirements and “will work”. 
The Board will now need to decide which alternative bid is in the Town’s interest. While it is approximately $10,000 more than the previous bid received for concrete block abutments (in which the bidder indicated he made a mistake and could not do the work for that price) and it is approximately $14,000 more than the hemlock abutment alternative, we are recommending approval of the Narrow Gauge Construction concrete block bid alternative of $67,009.  The life expectancy of the concrete block option is much greater (and due to the general logistics and tearing up the golf course in twenty years versus a much longer period of time).
