Carrabassett Valley Selectmen’s Meeting

The Meeting opened at 4:30 p.m. and Steve Pierce chaired the Meeting in the absence of Bob Luce.

Selectmen reviewed and approved the Minutes of the March 28 Meeting.

Dick Smith of the Eustis ATV Club presented a plan for an interconnecting trail system that is proposed to go through Carrabassett Valley. The trail would use existing snowmobile trails and go under power lines, as well as a portion of the Carriage Road. He noted both the Penobscot Indian Nation and JV Wing Snowmobile Club had given their permission. Smith was seeking selectmen approval for use of the Carriage Road from the gate to Route 27. Selectmen discussed notifying people in the surrounding area and holding a public hearing on the matter. They decided to invite someone from the Dept. of Conservation, Game Warden Service and local police department to also attend the hearing. Selectmen voted 4-0 in favor of holding the public hearing on May 9. If approved, the club could receive a conditional use permit to use that portion of the road under direction of the Town.
The following appointments were made to an advisory sub-committee for the Outdoor Center project: Bob Luce, Peter Smith, Susan Peck, Dutch Demshar and Dave Cota. Selectmen also decided to ask Matt Dahlgren to join the sub-committee if he wishes. The sub-committee will oversee the larger project decisions and report to the full committee often.

Dave said there was an upcoming need to establish a transportation advisory committee which could be made up of seven individuals, much like the greens committee. The current transportation system is changing; going from being operated by SMC to Western Mountains Transportation Service (WMTS), a non-profit Corp. Selectmen said they would like to meet with a rep from WMTS before making any final decisions. Dave noted the change would not happen for several months. Selectmen noted a concern for local job retention of bus drivers.
Dave said bids for the airport clearing project would be open on April 24 and a Construction Contract would be proposed in the near future. 
Dave and selectmen reviewed a summary of the proposed school consolidation plan as it now stands. Dave cautioned things would continue to change before the state finalized the proposal and it is known how the Town will be affected.

Selectmen reviewed a list of potential donation requests for 2007. Selectmen then approved, 4-0, that $2,170 be earmarked for such requests, from a budget of $2,500.
Dave and selectmen considered the possible items for a special Town Meeting in June. It was decided the issue of WMC reimbursement for Touring Center equipment be held until the annual Town Meeting in March 2008.

Dave noted the Town’s undesignated surplus was a considerable $1,095,673.00. He also said he would soon be e-mailing an updated work plan to selectmen.

Resident Richard Rose spoke to selectmen regarding the possible future sale of Sugarloaf. He urged that the Town be somehow involved in the sale and protect local interests. Selectmen thanked him.

The Meeting adjourned at 6:15 p.m.
