Minutes of the Dec. 26, 2007

The Meeting opened at 4:30 p.m.

Selectmen reviewed and signed the following Payroll Warrants:

#67 for $24,442.28, # 70,71,72  for $16,655.71       

Selectmen reviewed and signed the following AP Warrant:   # 73  for  $291,908.82    

Selectmen reviewed and approved the Minutes from the Dec.10 & Dec. 14, 2007 Meetings.

Dave reviewed an informational handout regarding the future options for a potential public access TV channel. He noted WSKI and Time Warner are in negotiations over channel 17 and that should the Town choose to operate its own PEG channel it would likely be on channel 22. There was discussion of appointing members to a study committee to determine the Town’s options and related information of a town-operated PEG channel. Dave reviewed a short mission statement for that committee. He said the information should be completed by early Feb. to be included in the Town Report, but also that the committee could take longer if necessary. Selectmen approved the motion to form a committee to look into a cable TV public access channel and to advertise for interested committee members. Selectmen will appoint the committee at the next meeting.
Selectmen approved the sale of 6 additional back lots to property owners along Route 27 and signed the deeds. Those lots will be sold to Solomon Nutt, Elizabeth Baribeau, Maurine & Timothy Levine, Shane Sagas & Krista Yungman, Janice & Roger Doherty and Kay George.

Dave presented a Town Accounts update, noting all look very good. Selectmen reviewed the statements.

Selectmen will meet Jan. 14 and 28 for regular meetings. The Budget Committee meetings will be held Jan. 22 & 24.
There was general discussion of cost of living wage increases for Town employees. Dave recommended a 2.8% increase across the board and one merit increase of $1,000. Selectmen approved the slate.

The Meeting adjourned at approx. 5:30 p.m.
