Selectmen reviewed and approved the Minutes of the 2/11-a.m.; 2/11-p.m. & 2/18-a.m. Meetings
Board members formally appointed Scott Nichols as the new Police Chief of the Town by a vote of 4-0. Selectmen also authorized Dave to sign a 3-year employment contract on behalf of the Town with Nichols. Dave said Nichols is expected to begin work officially March 10. Dave is still investigating a lease/purchase deal for a police vehicle. He will update the Board at a later date.

Selectmen reviewed and approved the three ordinances up for amendment at the annual Town Meeting (3-12-08). Selectmen then signed certified copies of said ordinances:

2008 Amendments to the Town’s Shoreland Zoning Ordinance

Selectmen then reviewed the final warrant for the March 12, 2008 annual Town Meeting and signed it.

Dave then discussed the Town’s share of the Franklin County tax. He noted that the Town’s share had increased by $53,000.
The next discussion centered around the proposed County-imposed TIF district for the proposed Kibby Mountain wind farm project. Dave said it raised “red flags” in its implication to the Town and other high valuation towns in the county. He noted that if there was NO TIF, the Town would pay approx. $35,000 less in county tax. Lloyd & Steve both voiced their feelings the TIF idea was not a good one. Selectmen authorized Dave (4-0) to write a letter to Franklin County Commissioners regarding the Board’s concerns for this plan. Many felt the plan was not the appropriate use of a TIF program.
It was decided to dedicate the 2007 Town Report to long-time Police Chief Ron Moody.

The Meeting adjourned at 5:10 p.m.
