Minutes of the July 21, 2008
Carrabassett Valley Selectmen’s Meeting

The Meeting opened at 4 p.m.

Selectmen reviewed and signed Payroll Warrants #27 ($20,865.40)
Selectmen reviewed and signed AP Warrants #28 ($283,136.71)
Selectmen reviewed and approved the Minutes of the July 1, 2008 Meeting

Augusta French outlined a plan to use a construction manager (CM), rather than the usual design-bid-build method, for building the proposed new library. Money for the CM would come from funds raised by the new library committee. She handed out information to board members explaining the differences between the two processes and advantages of the CM approach. Selectmen discussed the issue and gave approval for the CM approach, should the project become a town project in the future.

Dave outlined several items that may need attention at a future special town meeting: use of AGC capital funds for energy conservation projects; use of surplus for Carriage Road work projects and recycling projects, as well as work on the Information Center. He noted a review of the present heating system at the AGC was in progress but that there appeared to be no immediate answers.
Selectmen moved and approved the slate for the MMA annual election of officers.

There was discussion on increasing the Timber Harvesting permit fees from $20 to $50 each, per a recommendation of the Planning Board. Selectmen voted to support the increase.

Dave outlined several informational items. (See warrant)
Members of the Maine Appalachian Trail Land Trust gave a presentation of their future plans. Chris Beach described the group’s High Peak Initiative and Landscape Conservation project, which would may help Carrabassett Valley become more of a four-season tourist area. Beach said the project seeks to attract new investment to high peak areas, including the area from Phillips to Rangeley, Kingfield, Carrabassett Valley and the surrounding unorganized territories. The plan’s priorities include conservation, providing public access and sustainable forestry. Beach explained it would be a regional approach to tourism.

The Meeting adjourned at approximately 6:00 p.m.
