Minutes of the June 9, 2008
Carrabassett Valley Selectmen’s Meeting

The Meeting opened at 4:30 p.m.

Selectmen reviewed and approved the Minutes of the May 12, 2008 Meeting.

Selectmen appointed Jackie Munzer as Ballot Clerk.

Neal Trask presented a request from the CVOA to stock the Outdoor Center pond with trout. He asked that the town provide signage. Only fly fishing and catch and release will be allowed. The Town will supply signage. The plan was approved 3-0.
Dave passed out copies of expenditures to date on the Outdoor Center project, noting it was 80 percent complete. He noted it was a close budget.

Dave updated selectmen on the forestry plan, noting there was $44,241 in available funds. The plan will continue through the summer months. He noted there may be a need for a maintenance plan from SMC to protect the Town’s recent investments in trails and bridges. Selectman Steve Pierce indicated that the Town is making large capital expenditures in building new trail bridges and trail improvements and that, in past years, Sugarloaf has matched Town funds for trail maintenance projects. Selectmen asked Dave to invite SMC’s Brian Toomey to a meeting to discuss the current lease and to discussion plans for future trail maintenance and financial participation in trail maintenance projects. 
Fire Chief Courtney Knapp spoke to NIMS training for selectmen, under the umbrella of Homeland Security. All elected officials are required by law to take the half-hour on-line training in order for the town to be eligible for federal grants. He noted all members of the fire department, EMS and the Town Manager have had the NIMS training. Selectmen voted 3-0 to approve the NIMS rules and they agreed to schedule this training in the very near future. 
Fire Chief Courtney Knapp indicated that the town had received a bid of $15,000 for the 1987 tanker truck. Selectmen approved the bid and the selling of the truck.

Dave reviewed several projects. He noted there was $12,000 in the golf course project account, before an expected $2,000 labor invoice. Paving may cost $15,000, putting the project over budget. Dave also noted the needed archeology dig at the airport should happen next week. He hopes the clearing project can begin in August or September.

The Meeting adjourned at 5:25 p.m.
