MINUTES OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

Bob Luce opened the meeting at 4:30 p.m. and welcomed those present.  
Expense warrants #18 in the amount of $113,625.84 was reviewed and signed by Selectmen.

Payroll warrants #17 in the amount of $19,326.44 was reviewed and signed by Selectmen.

The minutes from the April 22, 2019 meeting were reviewed.  Jay Reynolds made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Lloyd Cuttler seconded the motion.   Motion approved.
Dave Cota presented Selectmen with a proposed warrant for a June 4th Town Meeting concerning the adoption of the annual school budget.   Following discussion, and a brief explanation as to how the budget is formulated, Jay Reynolds made a motion to approve the warrant.   Lloyd Cuttler seconded the motion.   Motion approved.
Dave Cota provided Selectmen with a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the Town and SMC to allow for a liquor license for the Outdoor Center.   If this goes well, it will be rolled in to the regular lease agreement when it next comes due. The MOU provides that for self-catered events for CV taxpayers Sugarloaf will provide the liquor at their cost and they will also provide one trained server to conform to State liquor regulations. Jay Reynolds made a motion to approve the Memorandum of Understanding.  Lloyd Cuttler seconded the motion.  Motion approved.
Dave Cota provided Selectmen with information concerning additional steel sheathing work that is necessary for the Transfer Station.   The quote received from New Solutions (Jeff Jacques) comes to $14,500 for the siding of the hopper and office.    Additional costs include $620 for the basement door, $3,800 for the propane shed and $580 for the plumbing chase.  The cost for the siding is higher than anticipated due to the need to replace the rotted wooden walls. There is money in the budget for this project.   All agreed that it’s important to clean up the appearance at the Transfer Station.  Jay Reynolds made a motion to approve each item in the proposal, except the propane shed.  Lloyd Cuttler seconded the motion.  Motion approved.  Dave will be looking at the area again to determine whether there’s a location to provide better efficiency of disposing of construction debris. Dave would like to see the Town eventually purchase a backhoe, which would be used for compaction of the demo pile and for disposal of metal in the metal containers. 
Informational:

With the snow melting, there are growing concerns about the appearance left behind after all the tree cutting around the Airport.  The contractor for the airport clearing project will be grinding stumps, mulching and seeding toward the end of the month or possibly the first week of June.  Bob Luce asked if the contract included stumping; Dave Cota confirmed that it did include grinding of stumps.  With regard to the area up by the Narrow Gauge, Dave will hire someone to do some work near caboose trail intersection with the Narrow-Gauge Pathway to trim down the stumps and remove anything that’s unsightly.   All the chips near the bridge will be removed, and new signage will be installed to replace the signage that has rotted.   Dave has also reached out to Dead River Company to determine if they will look at making some visual improvements of their bulk plant which is adjacent to the Town Office.  Also, the railings on the Huston Brook Bridge have been reinstalled.

The Marijuana Committee met last week and provided Selectmen with some proposed regulations for the Town to consider. The regulations represent what the Committee considered to be the result of all of the public input to date and not necessarily the approval of the Committee.  The committee has now completed their work.   The recommendations will be brought to a future Selectmen’s meeting for review and a decision as to when to bring it to public hearing.   Bob Luce asked how close the recommendations from the Committee are to what the Planning Board proposed.  The differences in the recommendation is that the Committee felt that, based on the public input, that all four types of marijuana businesses (retail, cultivation, manufacturing and testing) should be included in the proposed ordinance for consideration by the Town whereas, the Planning Board only recommended retail businesses. Also, the Committee recommended that retail marijuana businesses only be allowed in the Valley Center District whereas the Planning Board recommended that they be allowed in the Planned Development District also. The Selectmen will need to decide when to move forward with public hearings, etc. The State still has not finalized their legislation.  
Dave Cota attended a legislative hearing on May 2nd to pursue the change of wording on the Outdoor Center’s deed covenants to allow for “camping in vehicles”.    There is also a piece in the covenants that infers that “commercial camping” is not allowed which we would like to eliminate. . This would allow the Town to have the option to create a campground on the Public Lot if that is desired by the Town in the future. 
Also, there is legislation in place to change the number of Franklin County Commissioners from three to five members.  This appears to be a favorable option, especially in representing northern Franklin County.  It will have to go to the voters of Franklin County for approval, as well.
There is a meeting on May 7th with the Penobscot Indian Nation’s tribal council regarding the potential acquisition of an easement on the Ted Jones lot.

The Town needs to go through a “Request for Qualifications” process to secure airport consultant services for the next five years if the Town wishes to continue applying for F.A.A. funding for needed capital projects and capital maintenance projects.   Dave indicated that he has been happy with the consultant that the Town has had over the past several years but we need to go through this process.  The request for proposals will be due May 28th.

FEMA will be here again on May 8th to hopefully finalize reimbursement requests for the Campbell Field Bridge project to look at the possibility of securing some funding for the Outdoor Center Road stream crossing project.
