Minutes of the May 10, 2007
Carrabassett Valley Board of Selectmen Meeting

The Meeting opened at 5:00 p.m.

Selectmen reviewed and signed Payroll Warrant #22 for $ 15,296.18
Selectmen reviewed and signed TEW # 23 for $ 396.00
and #24 for $ 45,327.27
Selectmen reviewed the Minutes of the April 23 & May 9 Meetings. Both were approved

Dave gave the results of the airport project bids received, as follows: 

· Gary Pomeroy Logging - $ 151,092.50

· Jordan Excavation -         $ 216,917.50

· Sargent Corp. - 
           $ 237, 860.00

Dave said he has submitted the grant application to the FAA. The engineers are currently working on a wetlands permit for DEP. He said when all of that is in place he will ask the Board to award a bid for the project. He said he hoped for an early-July start to the clearing & safety project, previously approved at the March 2006 Town Meeting.

Board members made the following appointments to the Greens Committee for three-year terms:

· John Beaupre
· Scott Hoisington

· Ron Moody

The appointments were approved 3-0, with John Beaupre abstaining from a vote.

Dave & Board members reviewed and discussed the new proposed lease with the Northstar Ambulance Service. Dave said it now contains an automatic one-year renewal unless there are necessary changes or the service no longer wishes to rent, with a 60-day notice. He also said there is a 3% built-in rent increase (unless the Town wishes to negotiate. Selectmen voted 4-0 in favor of accepting the lease as written and authorized Dave Cota to sign it on the Town’s behalf.

Dave then outlined a possible proposal from the Planning Board on a land use ordinance change regarding mixed use development in the valley center district. They reviewed the town’s Comprehensive Plan and discussed the proposal at some length. Under discussion were density issues and the rules of mixed use.
Dave gave an update on the proposal to change the operation of the local transportation system from SMC operation to WMTS, a non-profit organization that runs several systems in western and central Maine. He noted a discussion would be necessary with whoever the new owners of Sugarloaf end up to be before the plan can really go forward. Selectmen agreed to keep the plan on a back burner for now.
Setting a date for a special town meeting next month was discussed, but no specific date was set at this time. Dave said many of the issues up for vote will be school-related, with the possible land use ordinance change if recommended by the Planning Board after their May 15 public hearing. Additional articles will include authorization for the Selectmen to grant leases to owners of existing airport hangars and possible expenditures for upgrading the chamber website and other improvements to the information center. The latter would be expended from unallocated surplus. 

George asked Dave about the status of an additional cell phone tower in the area. Dave said he would call US Cellular in the near future to find out their plans to increase/upgrade local cell phone service.

The Meeting adjourned at approximately 6:00 p.m.
