MINUTES OF MAY 9TH, 2007 SELECTMEN’S MEETING

The meeting was opened at 9:05 a.m. by Chairman Bob Luce

Selectman George Abbott asked if the Town had given proper notice concerning the meeting and how, according to the law, did the Town provide proper notice. Town Manager David Cota indicated that he posted a copy of the agenda at the Town Office (the morning of May 8th) and the Town’s website as soon as he was informed of a requested meeting time with the Selectmen (and Warren Cook). Dave indicated that he also immediately called Bob Gray of the ‘Irregular’ and informed him of the meeting. Dave talked with Attorney Richard Flewelling Municipal Association and Richard indicated that the Board had authority under Title 1 M.R.S.A. Section 405 (6) (c) to meet in executive session with potential purchasers of Sugarloaf Mountain Corp. Richard also indicated that notice requirements included posting an agenda and calling the “press” who “customarily” cover Selectmen’s Meetings as soon as possible (which Dave indicated he did). 
George Abbott asked if the Town Manager had received the opinion in writing from Mr. Flewelling. Dave indicated that he did not request this information in writing. 

A motion was made and seconded for the Board to go into executive session at 9:20 a.m. to meet with Warren Cook, who may be bidding to purchase Sugarloaf Mountain Corp. as allowed under Title 1 M.R.S.A. Section 405 (6) (c). The motion was approved by a 4-0 vote. Bill Gilmore and Dave Cota were also asked to attend the executive session. 

The Board of Selectmen voted to come out of executive session at 10:00 a.m. and the Board immediately voted to adjourn the meeting.
