Selectmen reviewed and approved the Minutes of the September 24, 2007 Meeting.

Dave spoke to the recent recommendations from the Green’s Committee on several issues. The committee voted unanimously to approve the transfer of the golf course lease to CNL, LLC, with Boyne USA as operator. The matter will need to go before a town vote for approval. After much discussion, selectmen set a tentative date of Nov. 28 for a public hearing and special town meeting. Stan Tingley addressed the Board, stating his concern that the town should know what the golf course gross revenues are. After more discussion, Dave said he would ask senior management for those numbers. Stan was encouraged to bring the matter up at the public hearing if he so wished.
Dave also spoke to the projects currently underway on the 11th tee and 5th hole, noting Jeff Aceto, the Town’s engineer, has provided civil engineering design for both projects.

The Board discussed the Outdoor Center Improvement project. Bob noted it was going reasonably smooth so far. The project oversight committee had recommended spending $22,906 to replace and match the outside siding, $16,962 for the inside pine walls, and approximately $3,000 for a slab under the garage once it is moved to a new location. After discussion, selectmen voted 5-0 in favor of expending those recommended funds.

Dave showed a map of the Master Forestry Plan for the town’s public lots and discussed the current harvest program. He noted the forestry committee had toured the site and they were pleased with results so far. He also said expected net revenues in 2007 would be about $36,000 (with $35,000 being used for road improvements) and $75,000 in 2008.
Dave explained recently passed state legislation that allows for an excise tax refund option in certain cases. After discussion, selectmen approved allowance of the option as long as the original excise tax was paid in the Town of Carrabassett Valley. 
Dave said the ambulance service is requesting some additional work be done to the rental space. He noted there was $14,000 in the building maintenance account. He also noted a rough estimate of $5,500 for replacement of the carpeting in the first floor of the town office. Selectmen asked Dave to get definite quotes for this work. 
Selectmen approved the following four appointments to the Transportation Committee: Robert Haley, Phil Coffin, Jay Reynolds and Becky Brandwein.

Bill Munzer spoke to the Board to request that selectmen get a year-round easement to Black Fly Field from owner Jeff Jacques. Dave said Jeff had indicated to him he would allow snowmobile parking there again this winter season. Dave will ask Jeff on behalf of the selectmen. It was suggested to Bill that the snowmobile club may want to consider giving the town an easement across its lot to the field.

The Meeting adjourned at 6:15 p.m.
