Selectmen reviewed and approved the Minutes of the Sept. 4, 2007 Meeting

After discussion, selectmen voted 4-0 in favor of authorizing Dave Cota to sign a formal contract with Linwood Doble for the amount of $1,126,700 on behalf of the town, for the Outdoor Center Improvement project. Steve reiterated his displeasure on the process the town uses to acquire hard construction cost numbers for upcoming projects. He said he would like to see an improved process in the future. Everyone agreed with him.
Selectmen and Dave discussed the process for transferring ownership of the golf course lease from SMC to CNL, per request of Boyne USA. Dave stressed selectmen do not have the authority to do that as a board. The request would need to be voted on at a Town Meeting. Dave said he had spoken with a Boyne USA representative, who indicated the company’s willingness to attend the public hearing to answer questions. Selectmen recommended meeting with the town’s greens committee, CNL and Boyne to discuss needs and a long term vision for the golf course. Dave also noted there is 18 years left on the current lease. Selectmen discussed keeping it as simple as possible and perhaps holding a joint public hearing and special town meeting in early December.
 John announced that Boyne USA has indicated it would honor SMC’s plan to give land as a gift for a new library building. There was a brief discussion of the bridge project near the 12th tee at the golf course. Some concern was expressed regarding replacement of the pier beneath. Dave said he would check into that and report back to selectmen.
The Meeting adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
