Minutes of the September 4, 2007
Carrabassett Valley Selectmen’s Meeting

The Meeting opened at 4:30 p.m.

Selectmen reviewed and signed AP Warrant #50 for 
$ 45,633.20

There was no Payroll Warrant

Selectmen reviewed and approved, 5-0, the Minutes of the August 27 Meeting

Dave and the selectmen reviewed the proposed warrant for the September 12, 2007 Special Town Meeting. The warrant consists of six articles. Article 3 asks to appropriate up to $130,000 for additional funding for the Outdoor Center Improvement Project. Dave noted he and the project committee had worked with Linwood Doble, the apparent low bidder, to reduce costs and had come up with the above figure. Bob said the committee had taken out the expected $90,000 expenditure for the infrastructure for a roof system over the ice rink, saying the concern was the work could be obsolete in five years time and useless when the town wished to add the roof on. The new rink will not be built until spring 2008, so those costs can be addressed at the annual Town Meeting. A $50,000 contingency fund is also included in the above figure. Article 4 asks to expend up to $50,000 from surplus to complete the new skating rink. These funds will only be used if a grant is not secured for that purpose. Article 5 asks to expend from surplus $25,281 in 2007 for the new transportation system. That would pay the Town’s share for mid-November through December 31, 2007. Article 6 asks to transfer $8,011.12 in revenues received into the Golf Course Improvement Project account. After review, selectmen voted 5-0 to approve the warrant, then signed a copy for posting.

Selectmen then discussed the Outdoor Center project with Doble. They agreed, 5-0, to  award Doble the project contract for the base price of $1,080,700 and provide him with a letter to that effect (with no contingency), to begin the Outdoor Center project, with a formal contract to be signed after the Sept. 12 special town meeting, making any additions or changes necessary. 
Dave updated the board on the airport improvement project, stating clearing would begin in November, wetlands would be cleared after the ground freezes and the rest would be completed in the spring.

The meeting ended at 5:45 p.m.
